
                                              
 
 
Rev. Tiffany Elliott is a dynamic evangelist who ministers in churches, revivals and women's 
conferences proclaiming the uncompromising Word of God through anointed praise and worship and 
inspired preaching.  
 
Tiffany is the assistant director of West Virginia Christian University where she teaches a variety of 
Biblical Study Courses.
